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BSA 2010 Convention Features Key Industry Updates

Glen Ellyn, IL—Attendees at the Bearing Specialists Association (BSA) 2010 Annual Convention May 1-4 at the Naples Grande Beach Resort in Naples, Florida, will hear a timely pair of industry-specific updates from BSA and the American Bearing Manufacturers Association (ABMA). The second presentation, also on Sunday, is an update on the bearing industry from the perspective of the American Bearing Manufacturers Association (ABMA). Bruce Warmbold, President and CEO of Schaeffler Group North America since 1992, will report. Warmbold has been a member of the ABMA Board for the last 17 years and is presently a member of its Executive Committee. He has also been a board member of CoLinx since its inception in 2001. The ABMA industry update is a tradition at BSA Annual Conventions and offers attendees a close look at the industry overall. 
The 2010 Annual Convention will also offer a trio of important panels on the past, present and future of the industry, each led by industry executives, and the traditional Conference Tables Session featuring pre-scheduled and planned conferences between distributors and manufacturers designed to resolve issues of mutual concern. In addition to the business program, BSA convention attendees consistently rate the informal networking opportunities at the convention and related social events to be one of the most valuable aspects of the annual convention.
