The Text Import Wizard will appear:

A. Step 1. Select “Delimited” to describe
data, then click “Next”.

B. Step 2: Click “Next”.

C. Step 3: Verify that the first column of
datais highlighted (if not, click to
highlight it), then hold down the Shift
key asyou scroll to the right and click
on the last column.

Use the Save As Type drop-down
menu to select “Microsoft Excel Workbook”. Click “Save”. From the File menu, select “Close’, or
click the X in the upper-right corner to close the file but leave Excel open.

Scroll down to row 32,000 and click on the row number to
highlight the entire row. Holding down the Shift key, scroll down to the last row (should be 65,536)
and click on the row number to highlight all rows from 32,000 to 65,536. Delete highlighted rows by
right-clicking and selecting “Delete”’, or from the Edit menu, select “Delete...”, then “Delete Entire
Row”. Repeat Step 8.

Converting PPIF Data to Microsoft® Access

While product and pricing information must be provided in ASCI I, tab-delimited format to be compliant
with the Product & Price Information Format (PPIF), many distributors prefer to convert thisinformation
to Microsoft® Access for uploading to a distributor management system or for direct reference.

The following procedures outline a suggested process to convert PPIF-compliant datainto a new Access
database in a Windows environment. This process may vary slightly based on the version of Access used
or other variables; for additional assistance, consult your vendor’s PPIF contact.

For files transmitted by:

A. CD-ROM or other electronic storage devise: Insert storage mediainto computer.
B. E-mail or Internet-based file transfer: Save file to desired destination on a hard drive or network
server.

Open Windows Explorer by right-clicking on the Start button on the Windows Taskbar.

Navigate to the drive that holds the storage media or to where the file was saved and double-click on
the drive name (e.g., “A:”, “D:” or “E.").

Extract thefiles:

A. If thefiles are not compressed: Skip to Step 5.
B. If thefiles are compressed and self-extracting: Follow vendor instructions to extract.
C. If thefiles are compressed using WinZip:
i. Launch the WinZip Extractor by double-clicking on the file name or icon in Windows
Explorer or right-click on the file and select WinZip, then “Extract to ...”.

ii. If prompted with a warning message that the file is intended to be used under Windows 95 or
newer, click “Yes’ (assuming your computer is running an acceptable version of Windows).
For systems running an older version of Windows, file extraction may need to be done by
someone who has the required software.

iii. Inthe WinZip Extractor, navigate to the target destination to save thefile, then click
“Extract”.

iv. If prompted with a message that indicates that the files have been successfully unzipped, click
“Yes’ to confirm, then “Close”.

Launch Microsoft Access.

From the File menu, select New. Create a new Access database by selecting “ Blank Database” from
thelist on theright.

The File New Database window will appear. Assign a name to your database and click “ Create”.
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8. Navigate to the directory to which files were extracted. Set “Files of Type” to “Text Files’. Find the
appropriate file and double-click, or highlight the file name and click “Import”.

Examples of Acceptable Field Use Overview

To help simplify implementation of the Product & Price Information Format (PPIF) for first-time users,
examples of acceptable Standard Product Information Database Record field use have been developed for
two fictitious companies.

Example records are contained in two files:

e PPIF Examples_Index.xls provides acceptable examples of how specific fields may be populated. To
assist usersin finding desired examples, indexes are provided by Field Number and description as
separate worksheets in the same workbook.

e PPIF Examples_Formatted.txt provides sample PPIF-compliant files for both companies.

Examples for the fictitious companies mimic actual experience, where some companies are able to extract
and export more comprehensive data from their systems than others. To mimic typical updates, OEM,
jobber/reseller and end user pricing are not always provided for example fields.

GCJ Corp. (Examples 1 through 28)

GCJ Corp. represents a bearing company that manufactures product under three brand names: GBH,
Jones and Canton. GCJ Corp. has several product groups and discount codes to show how this
information should be presented in a PPIF-compliant update. GCJ Corp. provides information for most
fields.

A cross-section of examplesis provided for 28 items, including examples of acceptable notation for
replacement/substitute products and multiple packaging options. For replaced catal og/item numbers and
UPC numbers, arecord also isincluded for the referenced replacement item. For items that indicate other
packaging options are available, arecord for these related products also is provided.

SFZ Inc. (Examples 29 through 38)

SFZ Inc. represents a power transmission company that produces severa types of products, all under the
SFZ brand. SFZ Inc. hasits own internal part number, which is stored in Field 2 (Catalog or Item
Number); Field 17 shows the standard catalog designation with the description. SFZ Inc. provides
information for a more limited number of fields than GCJ Corp.

Examples 29 through 38 show replacements, new items, UPC changes and catal og/item number changes.
Aswith GCJ Corp., product groups and discount codes are included: Different examplesinclude list
prices and multipliers, net prices, and list and discount prices.
